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The Lighthouse 

In Council we are studying Milfred Minatreaôs book, Shaped by Godôs HeartðThe Passion 
and Practices of Missional Churches.  This month we looked at the second of nine essen-
tial practices of missional churches. 

Missional Practice #3 ðTeach to obey rather than to know.  

Minatrea tells us, ñNo one can be part of the church without possessing faith.  Many 

churches, however, do not equip members to express the faith they possess.  So mem-

bers continue to be reminded what a Christian is, without gaining clear biblical counsel 
regarding what a Christian does.ò    

He quotes one pastor saying, ñIn the Bible, faith is not something you possess but rather 
something you practice.  You have to put it into action or it really doesnôt mean any-

thing.ò 

Missional churches are not satisfied simply to transfer biblical knowledge.  Their goal is 

to have members living obedient lives because of the spiritual revelations taught.  It is 

not what they know, but what they live that counts.  It is kind of like the old adage, 
donôt just talk the talk, walk the walk. 

Pastor Irwin McManus says, ñ God never intended the Bible to be studied for information 
or knowledge alone é It is significant that the history of the first-century church is called 

the book of Acts, not the book of Truths.ò 

One way that missional churches try to have a transformational impact on the lives of 
members is through small groups and other activities that cultivate the one -to-one rela-

tionships necessary for growth, accountability, and encouragement.   

How is your faith?  Has your Biblical knowledge changed the way you live your life?  

Connect with some Christians that will encourage you, and hold you accountable to 
grow.  There will be some new opportunities coming this fall, but you donôt have to wait 

until then to begin ðwalking the walk only takes one step to start.
