Pastor Richard’s Ramblings

I n Council we are studyiSmapMidl bye IMbiPassoticea a '’
and Practices of Missional Churches. This month we looked at the first of nine essential
practices of missional churches.

Missional Practice #5 & Live Apostolically

We like being Christian! We like hanging out with Christians, listening to Christian music,

and doing “church?” stuff. But our connecti
blocks our attempts to move beyond the church and into the world. Missional congrega-

tions seek to reach beyond themselves, and into their local areas to bear witness to the

reign of God and to invite others into the community of faith. To live Apostolically

means three things.

Every disciple of Chr i s Whenwe think of enissiomsowe ithink s e n |
of praying and giving to support a missionary. We begin to think that this fulfills our
missional responsibility. But the Bible teaches us that every believer has a personal com-

mand to seek to win every lost individual in his personal world to salvation. Mission has

less to do with geography than philosophy. Your mission is not defined by the location

to which you go, but by the message you declare through your lifestyle.

We live in a culture that is similar to the first century. The moral, economic, and
political climate today is very much like it was for the early church in the book of Acts.
The life of the church is reliant on recognizing the times. Often times we cling to what
we cherish or think has been successful in the past, and refuse to embrace what is vital
to bring people to Christ. Many churches continue to just focus ministry on care for their
members, seeming to be unaware of or unconcerned for the masses who make up this
generations spiritual harvest, and then wonder why our churches are dwindling. The
harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few!

Missional disciples share Christ naturally. People think differently today. They are
not receptive to confrontational or propositional methods of sharing the Gospel. It is
better to speak to your friends naturally, with dialogue—a two way conversation. It is
helping friends begin moving toward God. As apostolic disciples present the Gospel this
way, and validate it through their lives, wonderful results are accomplished. Churches
begin to regularly celebrate new lives born into the Kingdom. Missional churches require
their members to live as those sent, sharing the difference God is making in their lives.
Desire to see their friends, relatives, acquaintances, and neighbors join the Kingdom
journey.

When is the last time you talked about your faith with someone, so that they could move
a little closer to God? The harvest is plentiful, are you one of the few? /
