practices of missional churches.

Missional Practice #4 & Rewrite Worship Every Week

Missional churches do not deliver the same experience every time they gather for corpo-
rate worship. The form may be consistent, but the experience is always new. Many
churches just go through the motions of worship, and people do not leave feeling they

have connected with God. There are five ways that missional churches keep worship
fresh each week.

1. God is the focus of worship. This may seem like a no-brainer, but it is not as
easy as you may think. Missional communities experience corporate worship as an
audience of Oned worship is designed to exalt God, not entertain the people.

2. Worship is experiential. Authentic worship invites participants, not spec-
tators. The more immersed and actively involved one is in an experience, the
more memorable that experience is.

3. Worship is about content, not form. It is not about traditional or contem-
porary, but people frequently maintain traditions long beyond their relevance, or
explanation of the previous meaning. The form must serve the focus, which is wor-
ship of God.

4. Worship is highly participatory and creative. The high value of gifts and
talents is closely associated with a high level of member participation in worship.
Missional churches are intentionally bring various forms of expression, using
member 6s talents into worship.

5. Worship is more than words. If you know me, this is a hard one for me! In
western culture, the predominant expression has become verbal. When we get
