In the past two newsletters | have talked about
keep younger people. One area that keeps coming up is worship music. There is a great article

from The Parish Paper by Herb Miller and David Bales that can help us understand how to

keep worship music young.

They talk about five different music preferences that are influenced by the year someone
was born. To be more accurate, the bonding, with both secular and sacred music, takes
place when we are teenagers.

Many Protestants born before 1927 prefer old gospel hymns (written between 1870 and
1935). Examples: Blessed Assurance, Jesus Is Mine (1873); Tis So Sweet to Trust in Jesus
(1882) and In the Garden (1912).

Many born from 1927 through 1945 prefer the great classic hymns (written between 1520
and 1870). Examples: A Mighty Fortress (1528
One Foundation (1866).

Those born after 1960 generally prefer a new hymn -type developed from a new music pref-
erence. What we would consider contemporary music is divided into three different groups.
These three preferences show up in ninety percent of Protestant congregations with non -
declining worship attendance.

1st generation contemporary: modern praise songs (written 1960 -1978). Examples: They Will
Know We Are Christians by Our Love (1966); Father, | Adore You (1972); and He Has Made Me

2nd generation contemporary: restorational praise and worship songs (written 1978 -1995).
Examples: | Love You Lord (1978); Majesty, Worship His Majesty (1981); Shine Jesus
Shine (1987).

3rd generation contemporary: missional worship songs (written 1995 to present).
Examples: Lord Reign in Me (1998); Here | Am to Worship (2000); and How Great Is
Our God (2004). Generally, the younger the person, the newer the music prefer-
ences.

Bales and Miller say, iTo avoid gradually
ade, congregations must consciously decide to provide worship experiences that
match the spiritual preferences of young-adult age groups. Music may not determine
the people a church effectively reaches, but music choices determine the people a
church CANNOT reach. Churches that sing & Generation Contemporary may still fail
to reach age-14 to age-40 young adults. But churches that refuse to include the music
that most effectively connects with people of that age guarantee that they will NOT see
many of them in worship each week. 0

They suggest that a church our size should include a great classic hymn, an occasional old
gospel hymn, and at least two of the three generations of contemporary praise songs in
worship each week if we want to increase the likelihood of maintaining stable attendance.
Jane has been planning worship around these principles, and we will continue to value
everyone, and every style, at the same time focusing on reaching and retaining younger
adults.

Bales and Miller say that by following this formula young and old alike can find worship
meaningful; and worship attendance, conversio
